Minutes for the HTMHB for March 20, 2007

Meeting was called to order by Chairperson, Ruth Beckner at 7:06 p.m.

1. Welcome/Roll Call

2. Approval of Agenda
M.A. Benoit moved that the agenda be amended to move the Presentation by Senior Services Assoicates from Item 9a to item 5a on the Agenda. R. Lopienski seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The motion carried.

3a. Approval of Minutes from February 20, 20007
R. Lopienski moved to approve the minutes as submitted, G. Infusino seconded the motion. All voted aye. The motion carried.

3b. Approval of Minutes from February 20, 2007 Executive Session
K. Dolan Baumer moved to approve the minutes as submitted, S. Deenihan seconded the motion.  All voted aye. The motion carried.

4. Swearing in of Brian Gorcowski

B. Gorcowski was sworn in as a new board member by the Hanover Township Clerk, Brian Mcguire.

5.  Review of Financials from Feb. 2007
K. Dolan Baumer moved to accept the financials as submitted. R. Lopienski seconded the motion.  After a brief discussion regarding the reimbursement for some telephone expenses to the Mental Health Board, a roll call vote was taken.  G. Infusino, aye, K. Dolan-Baumer, aye, R. Lopienski, aye, S. Deenihan, aye, R. Beckner, aye, B. Gorcowski, aye, M.A. Benoit, aye. The motion carried.

5a. Presentation of Senior Services Associates
B. Schoenholtz presented information regarding grant recipient Senior Services Associates and thanked the board for their commitment to the seniors in our area.  Currently the board grants Senior Services $17,000 for transportation to and from Adult Day Care facilities at Lutheran Homes Day Care. The clients include area seniors who have physical and mental health issues that make it necessary for them to be in a day care situation while their care givers are at work.  Shoenholtz stated that many of these seniors would be isolated and alone during the day if it were not for their participation in this program.

6. Directors Report- submitted
D. Habun presented her report to the board.  After a few questions from members of the board, the report was submitted.

7.  Community Resource Center

D. Habun presented a summary of the meeting she had with agencies at the Community Resource Center.  It was noted that the need of a better handicapped access door in the rear of the building was urgent as well as the need for a new exhaust fan for the women’s washroom.  D. Habun informed the board she would look into the expenses of both items immediately.  Other items deemed in need of capital improvement were exterior lighting in the parking lot, resurfacing of the parking lot, improved security system, improved phone and internet access, office build-out and lobby reconfiguration. Also, it was discussed that the Mental Health Board should look into approaching the Township Board about creating a maintenance agreement that would allow internal Township personnel to assist with the maintenance of the Community Resource Center.

8.  On Going Business

a. Tide Project:  D. Habun reported there are currently 14 enrolled riders with 7 riders using the program in February. There were no new requests for applications in Feb.


b. DVD Project:  M.A. Benoit reported that the filming of the Mental Health Board DVD has been completed and that she and D. Habun would be working on editing the piece down to 3 to 4 minutes in length.  It was suggested that when completed, the DVD material be included on the Mental Health Board website.


c. Web Database Project:  D. Habun reported that the grant database system would be online as of April 1st.  Two training sessions for users will be provided by LINKS at no additional cost.


d. Strategic Planning



a. SNAP Consulting-new contract


D. Habun presented a revised contract from SNAP for consideration.  M.A. Benoit moved to accept the contract as presented. R. Lopienski seconded the motion.  After considerable discussion regarding the merits of the contract, M.A. Benoit moved to amend her motion to reflect that a contract for services to SNAP consulting be approved in an amount not to exceed $3,000.  R. Lopienski seconded the amendment.  After additional discussion, M.A. Benoit asked to withdraw her amendment and called for a vote on her original motion to approve the revised contract. R. Lopienski seconded that motion.   A roll call vote was taken:  S. Deenihan, nay, G. Infusino, nay, R. Beckner, aye, M.A. Benoit, nay, R. Lopienski, nay, K. Dolan Baumer, nay, B. Gorcowksi, nay. The motion failed to carry.  

                       b. Set Dates for next sessions- No further session dates were set at this time.   


  e. 30th Anniversary Celebration-  D. Habun and R. Beckner met to discuss the 30th Anniversary Celebration.  The date has been set for August 30. 2007 from 6 p.m. until 9 p.m.   The committee is scouting for locations for the event.  A list of speakers is also being considered by the committee as well as an invitation list.


  f. FY 08  Budget amended.

D. Habun reported that one last amendment to the budget has been requested by the Township Finance Committee.  It is suggested that $1,000 be added to line item 4001 for Hanover Township Services. K. Dolan Baumer moved that the budget be amended as suggested.  R. Lopienskie seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken:  S. Deenihan, aye, G. Infusino, aye, R. Beckner, aye, M.A. Benoit, aye, R. Lopienski, aye, K. Dolan Baumer, aye, B. Gorcowski, aye. The motion carried.


g. House Bill 909/Senate Bill 1253 updates

D. Habun reported that the bills are moving forward.


h. Follow-up on RIDE DuKane Transportation
In a response to an question following the visit of AID at last month’s meeting, D. Habun reported that only AID Kane County residents are eligible for this program, so Hanover Township residents would not be included.

b. April Meeting Date- the Mental Health Board meeting for April was changed to Wednesday, April 11th to avoid conflicting with election activities.


c. Agency Audits FY 07

D.Habun presented the results of the audits of grant recipients, Countryside, Greater Elgin Family Care Center and Alexian Medical Center.  All agencies were found to be in compliance except for Alexian Medical Center, all agreed to a change in procedures to better identify Hanover Township residents.


d. Community Resource Specialist Position



i. Review job description-The board reviewed and generally approved the wording of the job description for a new half-time position at the Mental Health Board.



ii. Timeline to fill position-K. Dolan Baumer informed the board that the Township had asked that the board to honor the one year moratorium on adding new positions that the Township has instituted.  No timeline to fill the half-time position was determined at this time.

D. Habun presented a list of upcoming events and asked board members to notify her as soon as possible as to what events they were able to attend.


11. Executive Session
