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Hanover Township to distribute holiday meal boxes

Hanover Township will distribute holiday meal boxes to qualifying families on Tuesday,
November 22 and Tuesday, December 20.

Both meal box distributions will take place at the Hanover Township William Tiknis Campus,
250 S. IL Route 59 in Bartlett. Meal boxes will be handed out starting at 8:00AM and will be
distributed while supplies last. Residents need to bring a valid ID and food pantry card or utility
bill to be eligible to receive a meal box. Only one meal box per household will be distributed.

“Last year 1,181 meal boxes were distributed to Township families,” said Hanover Township
Supervisor, Brian P. McGuire. “If not for the continued support of our local business partners,
organizations, and residents, we would not be able to provide these types of services to families
in need during the holiday season.”
