Hanover Township Youth and Family Services is pleased to offer you a tutoring program to help your child increase their academic skills.  Six certified teachers will provide weekly, one-hour small group tutoring sessions on Tuesday or Thursday evenings, at 5:00, 6:00, or 7:00 PM.  Students should be able to read and work independently in a small group for one hour.  Tutoring Services will take place at Hanover Township Youth and Family Services located at 250 South Illinois Route 59, Bartlett, IL. 60103.
Eligiblity and Requirements:
1. Student must live in Hanover Township (the Cook County portion of Bartlett, Streamwood, Hanover Park, Elgin, Schaumburg, or Hoffman Estates) and must currently be in Grades 2 through 12.  Out-of-Township residents, please call (630) 483-5799 for more information.
2. A guardian 18 years or older for 2nd through 8th grade students may need to remain in the building during the Tutoring Sessions until your child acclimates well with the assigned tutor.
3. A $45.00(*) fee per child/per semester is due when application is completed.  Please return your application form at your earliest convenience as tutoring session slots fill on a first come first serve. Please note that we do not provide refunds for Tutoring Services Program Fees. (Section A & B) must be completed along with payment for a guaranteed slot. Parents will be notified prior to the start of tutoring of which specific time slot your child will be placed in.
4. All students must bring his or her own school materials and assignments to tutoring sessions or students may bring his or her own grade level workbook to tutoring sessions.  The workbooks can be found in book stores and on Amazon.com – if you are unsure about which workbook to purchase, please contact your child’s teacher or call us. 
5. Your child’s tutoring slot will be secured upon the completion of the tutoring application and payment of the fee. Please note that specific time slots will be assigned prior to the start of tutoring.
6. Out-of-Township residents will be placed on a wait list and parents will not be required to pay until a slot has been secured for you. You will be notified no later than February 3, 2020.
